Turn again in your Bible to the central pas-
sage which gives the complete outline of God's
Holy Days. (Lev. 23.) Let's learn about the
Feast of Trumpets.

l. When is the Feast of Trumpets held? Lev.
23:23-25.

Co*ruENT: Seven is God's special number
signifying cornpletion and perfection. The sev-
enth month of God's sacred calendar contains
the final Feast Days in His Holy Day plan. The
beginning, or first day of this month, marks the
beginning of the final phases of God's Plan.

2. fsn't the Feast of Trumpets one of God's
annu,al Sabbath Days? Verse 24. Are God's peo-
ple permitted to work on this annual Sabbath?
Verse 2j.

3. Are we commanded to come together be-
fore God in Holy Conuocation on this HoIy
Day? Num. 2g:r.

4. What is unique about this fourth Holy
Day? Lev. 23:24. Wasn't this day to be a me-
morial of blowing of trumpets? Same verse.

ConrrunNr: It is from this ceremony that the
Festival of Trumpets draws its name. The He-

brew statement, "a memorial of blowing of
trumpets" is better translated, "a rnernorial ot
triumph, or shouting tor ioy, with trurnpets"
(The Treasury of Suipture Knowledge, Bagster
and Sons, Ltd., London).

5. Did David understand that the Feast of
Trumpets was to be a day of. singing and cheer-
ing tor ioy? Ps. 8r: r-4.

ConrnnnNr: Veree r of Psalm 8r, should be
translated, "make a shout ot cheer of pralse unto
the God of Jacob."

6. How were the trumpets to be blown on the
Feast of Trumpets? Num. ro: r-ro. Were silver
trtrmpets to be used to announce the Feasts, 8s
well as call God's people to assemble? Verses z
and ro. Was the Feast of Trumpets a, day ot
gladness, a day of SOLEMN assernbly and the
beginning of the month? Then, these silver trum-
pets were blown specifically on the Day of
Trumpets! What else was blown on the Day of
Trumpets?

ConnuENr: Jewish tradition presen/es the
record that in addition to the silver trumpets
(Chatsotserah in Hebrew), a BArvr's HoBN
(Shophar in Hebrew) \Mas blown on the first
day of the seventh month-the Feast of Trum-
pets (Talmud, "Rosh Hashandr" Mishnah z6b)I
The silver trumpets could produce a variety of
musical notes, but the ram's horn produced only
a piercing BLAsr. This piercing blast is often
referred to in the Bible as a shout, or noise-it
did not have a musical connotation.

Trumpets qn ALARM of WAR!

Since it is the use of the Shophar or ram's
horn on the Feast of Trumpets that makes that
Feast Day unique, what did the sound of the
ram's horn mean to Old Testament Israel?

I. How was the ram's horn used, and what
did its piercing sound signify to those who heard
it? What was Jeremiah's reaction when he heard
the sound of the ram's horn? Jer. 4:rg-2r.

CouuENT: The ram's horn trumpet was used
as an ALARM oF wen! Its terrifying sound filled
the people of Palestine with fear and mental
torment knowing the HoBBoB oF wAB was im-
minent! It is this wABNTNG oF wAB that sets
apart the Feast of Trumpets from God's other
Holy Days. It is this warning of war which
gives the joyful Feast of Trumpets its contrast-
ing note of solernnity.

CoruunNr: God's priests in the Old Testa-
ment were the sons of Aaron. Only they were
to blow the trumpets. Today, Jesus Christ is
our High Priest (Heb. 6:zo), and therefore it
is not necessary for New Testament Christians
to actually blow a trumpet on this Feast Day.

4. Who is it that God has set as "watchrnen"
over His people? Ezek. 33:7-9. Are God's faith-
ful servants through all ages responsible for
warning the world of war? Amos 3:6-7. See also
fsa. J8: r.

5. Is God sending His true ministers today
to warn people of the terrible wars to come?

What is the rnessage God's minis-
ters are bringing? Same verse. Note the words,
" gospel of the kingdorn."

CorvruENr: God's faithful ministers are crying
out a warning-reminding people that before
the coming of God's supernatural Government
there must first come wars and rumors of wars
ending in the most teruifying world wars this
world has ever experienced.
